= Awards allow for up to 50% of eligible costs (except LRIP-S)

= Project must be completed and contractor(s) paid before reimbursement

= \Web-based program management system — enhanced in June 2020

= $150 million dollars to be awarded in the 2023-25 Biennium
= Projects may be reimbursed at a maximum 90% state/10% local cost share

= The legislation requires that the department “prescribe a simple and clear
application process” through the development of “an application that does not
exceed 2 pages in length” (may streamline with electronic LRIPWeb format
which will not exceed 2 pages when pdf'd)

application materials being released in early CY 2024
